Abstract
: 
All engineering industries are able to manage and control their processes and products by measuring what they are doing.  It is possible to do the same in the software industry.  When we talk about measurements in the software industry, we can look at measuring the product or measuring the process.  Product metrics typically relate to the size of the software or to the quality of the software.  Process metrics look at measuring the software development and support processes being used within an organisation.

Any software company that is implementing a metrics programme goes through a cycle of Metrics Training, Metrics Identification, Metrics Definition, Project Group Definition, Data Capture, Data Analysis, Metrics Baselining, Causal Analysis, and Fine-tuning.

It is through these measurements that a software company can get a better handle of the quality of work they are doing, set goals for the future, and verify that those goals are indeed being met. 

Biography:
Rajarshi Kumar Das has been working in the IT industry in India and Hong Kong since 1987. He worked for a large Australian Software company and had operational responsibility for the office in Hong Kong before returning to India in 1996. Prior to this, he worked for a number of Indian software companies at various levels. These companies include NIIT and AF Ferguson.
