Requirements Engineering - Overview

Many organizations have problems in discovering, understanding, negotiating, documenting, validating and managing a set of requirements for a computer-based system. The objectives of requirements elicitation, analysis and management are to produce, control and manage a set of users and system requirements which, as far as possible, are complete, up to date, consistent, relevant and reflects what the customer actually wants. 
In addition, managing the requirements effectively and efficiently represents one of the critical success factors for developing and maintaining quality software.

This overview provides a summary of key steps in Requirement Engineering followed by presentation of the commonly encountered problems and the practical solutions.

He has published many software engineering papers and made presentations on software engineering topics in international conferences, seminars, and universities.
