Though it is arguable whether the US software industry will continue to dominate the global market in the next decade, there is no doubt that it has single-handedly propelled the global industry to such a strong force. The rest of the world dutifully follows the US’ trends in software development either because some really believe that these trends are the future, or because it is a result of vendor-supplier obligations. 

In the seminar, the continual or declining market demand for software / IT professionals in some areas, and the latest technologies employed in software development will be briefly addressed with actual statistics. This will be followed up with the discussion of how the advancement of technology, the perfection of methodology, and the US and international intellectual property laws have helped define the latest trends and shape the future of software development and quality control / assurance in the US software industry. As a way to make things interesting to the audience, a few in-depth case studies (IBM, Microsoft, Redhat, etc.) on the issues will be accompanied.

Mr. Leonard Yip is the VP of Software Development for LLamSoft, a US-based Supply Chain Strategic Planning Company. He previously worked for several international software companies as the director of development. Some career highlights include the achievement of over 40 project deadlines without one day of delay.
